When thinking about an operator interface:
Follow The Data

The OI needs to communicate with any device
PLCs
Weigh scales
Flow computers, etc.
It needs to be open to communicate with them

The OI needs to manipulate the data
Present it on the screen
Act on it

The OI needs to pass the data and information
Easy connection to factory LAN
Not a proprietary operating system
Ability to move, read, or write files
Connect and interface with other software products on the LAN
